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The candidates


The candidates chosen for this program are students of public high schools of middle to lower social classes. Those interested were granted a full scholarship by YES Argentina to participate in an e learning course on the subject of Project Leading. Thus, not only they learn about said subject, but they also develop e learning skills. Let us consider that most of them, given their social background, had never had contact with e learning before.


As Olga Blanco, one of our students, admitted on the Forum of the Platform that this was her first e learning experience, Nahuel Elías Romanello told everybody about his ambition of one day becoming a system analyst and said: “I have great expectations regarding this course and I wish you all the best of lucks.” Leandro Wirth, when he found out he was admitted, was far more succinct: “I thank you so much for this opportunity.”

E-Learning


The hosting for the e-learning course was donated be YES Argentina, and ITB chose the open source platform Claroline, which was later formatted for this course by a team of educators, graphic designers and programmers. Alejo B. Roze, Academic Coordinator of the program, said: “It would’ve been impossible to get this far without the help of such skilled people.” He paused, thoughtful and passionate as I took notes. “But we cannot continue alone. We are trying to change the world. No one can do that alone.”

Need for Funding


One striking finding was the fact that, to carry out a project of this magnitude, a strong monetary infrastructure is vital. Among the students who began the course, those who most successfully completed it were the ones who were devoted constant attention and contention. The students were divided into 3 study groups with different budget ($5, $20 and $40 per student). Those instructors with monetary resources enough to pay for the communication necessary to the students were the ones whose students performed most successfully.
