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Currently, throughout the world, global atrocities are happening to people with government involvement, in a direct violation of the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

In 1948, the United Nations proclaimed that every human life is born unto certain inclusive, unquestionable rights.  We will gather in the rotunda of the United Nations (the classroom) to review these rights and uncover where these rights are being violated in the world right now.

Tasks:

1. Sign-up for one of the thirty human rights.

2. Think about your human right.  You are responsible for understanding what it means, what it covers and how it is applicable to life around the world.  Remember: Life in Canada is wonderful.  Often we don’t have to worry about our rights being broken or even questioned.  Other places around the world aren’t as fortunate.  Consider these places when thinking of your human right.

3. Research the application of that human right around the world right now.  You may also want to look into the past to uncover when that right may have been violated.  Try to find proof, in the form of a reputable article, of human rights violations for your specific human right.  The proof will strengthen your argument when facing the General Assembly of the United Nations.

4. Prepare an oral presentation of two minutes long that introduces your right, explains what it covers and why it is essential to human life.  Discuss how and where it is or has been violated.

5. Practice your presentation so you are comfortable in front of the group.  Be confident in your ability.

6. Your oral presentation must be delivered on the date you are called to the General Assembly. Your oral presentation must be written and handed in at the same time. Be sure to avoid any spelling errors, grammar mistakes.  Also, be sure it is two minutes in length.
